Academy of St. Therese News!   
Academy of St. Therese art teacher, Mrs. Marilyn 
Fuhrmann, has been awarded a grant by the Ameri-
can Turkish Society for the fall of 2015.  The Ameri-
can Turkish Society's Curriculum Development 
Grant Program aims to encourage the development 
of Turkey related curriculum by offering funds to ele-
mentary and secondary school teachers in the U.S, 
to develop innovative curricula, projects and other 
classroom activities about Turkey. Grants range 
from $250-$2500 and cover the costs of classroom 
materials, speakers and other costs incurred by the 
teacher. Mrs. Fuhrmann has received the full 
amount of her request, $2100!  She has spent the 
summer writing her lesson plan "Design based on 
the Mosaics of Constantinople".  It will be made 
available online to other U.S. educators interested 
in teaching curriculum on Turkey. Mrs. Fuhrmann's 
lesson will culminate in our student's design and 
execution of a mosaic mural on the retaining wall 
outside the Academy of St. Therese primary 
wing.  Mrs. Fuhrmann has organized to coordinate 
with Mrs. Cecere for History/ Religion and Ms. Ty-
burska for Math.  Our students will learn about Byz-
antine and Ottoman design and apply it to beautify-
ing our school. Congratulations Mrs. Fuhrmann!!!
